they picked.º
 Slattum, an ESR consumer, was 
one of 401 US Special Olympics 
athletes to compete in Shanghai. In 
his ® rst individual event, Slattum 
® nished a disappointing ® fth. His 
disappointment quickly ended when 
he and his  4 x 50m Medley Relay 
team won a gold medal. Determined 
to earn a better showing in his 

second individual event, Slattum 
ªswam like crazyº in the 200m 
Freestyle and won a gold medal.
 ªI really wanted an individual 
gold medal for myself and my 
coach,º Slattum wrote. ªOnce I 
received the medal, I ran up to my 
coach and said, `we did it.'º
 Slattum's ® nal event was 
the 200m backstroke. In a race 
that Slattum and his mother both 
described as ªnailbiting,º he 
® nished mere seconds behind the 

® rst-place ® nisher, winning the 
silver medal for the event.
 Slattum has been a Special 
Olympian for 16 years and gives 
a great deal of the credit for his 
success to his family and coach.
 ªI hope that people can feel the 
power of the Special Olympics,º 
Slattum wrote, ® nishing his letter 
with the quote embraced by all 
Special Oympians, ªLet me win. 
But if I cannot win, let me be brave 
in the attempt.º



 Jungbauer, whose sister is an 
ESR consumer, has been a member 
of the ESR Board of Directors for 
three years, helping oversee many 
aspects of the agency’s mission. 
He was instrumental in planning 
the agency’s • rst major fundraising 
event this fall. 
 “My sister has been an ESR 
consumer since 1983,” Jungbauer 
said, “and throughout that time, 
ESR has provided her with so much 
more than a job. ESR has helped 
increased her sense of self worth, 
given her countless friends and 
positive relationships, provided 
opportunities for her to interact with 
her local community, and improved 
her physical and mental well being.
